Signs a child or young person might
need support

& child's online octivity might have a negative
impact on them if they dor't also have o healthy

balance of offline activities. Sometimes, your child

might show signs that they are hoving negotive
online experiences or that they are being bullied.

Yo child moy not tell vou if an online friendship’

or situation has become compromising or difficult
Thay may feel emborrossed or ashamed, or afroid

it might make things worse.

Ber alert to chonges in your child’s behowviour or
mood. Watch for signs of withdrowal, angiety,
sadness or chonged irterocticons with family
or friends

Signs conincludse:

+ less interest in social octivities like meeting
friends or playing sport

+ notdoing sowell ot school

E tirl:dr'cs-_; sleep disturbarce, headaches,
eye stroin

+ chorges insating patterns

+ reduced personal hygienes

+ obsession with porticular websites or games
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extreme anger when being asked to take a
break from online activity

appearing anxious or irritabke when awoy from
the computer
